MCWC Facilitated Mediation with
Nestle

After four long and intense days in May and June,
the facilitated mediation between MCWC and Nes-
tle (Ice Mountain) failed. Unlike the successful me-
diation sessions in 2006, the recent mediation did
not result in resolution or settlerment of issues over
the limits of Nestle's pumping. The most recent
mediation sessions occurred on the 2-year anniver-
sary of issues on remand from the Court of Ap-
peals to the Circuit Court in Mecosta County.

MCWC achieved the goal in 2006 of setting Nes-
tle's pumping limits from the Sanctuary Springs site
to an average of 218 gallons per minute as op-
posed to the 400 gallons per minute originally per-
mitted by the State. This was a significant achieve-
ment for MCWC and its' many supporters that
minimized adverse impacts to Dead Stream,
Thompson Lake and surrounding wetlands.

MCWC has won three court battles against Nestle
that states Nestle's pumping is an unreasonable
use of water and will harm the riparian value of a
stream and two small lakes, and will reduce the
width of Dead Stream.

A hearing on the appropriate maximum withdrawal
rates as well as stage and flow measurements
shall be determined by the Mecosta County Circuit
Court. Jim Olson has requested the Court to
schedule a conference and a hearing. MCWC will
keep you informed on these dates and times when
scheduled.

This case is about legal precedents concerning
water -- water law precedents that are needed

to protect all of us and our precious natural re-
sources.
